This Sunday at our 9:00am Mass at Ocean Grove, we welcome
with great joy our new Year Preps and their families from Our
Lady Star of the Sea Primary School.

With your blessing, at this same Mass, our Teachers, Staff and
School Education Board members will pledge their
commitment to the best possible education and the physical,
mental and spiritual wellbeing of the young lives in their care.
Dear Teachers and Leaders, you are an inspiration to us all
and we celebrate you!

This coming week, St Aloysius and Our Lady Star of the Sea
Schools will celebrate PANCAKE DAY. Shrove Tuesday, as it is
also called, is the day when the custom for hundreds of years
is to use up rich foods such as butter and eggs before we
begin the fasting and simplifying of our lives in the coming
weeks.

ASH WEDNESDAY introduces the holy season of LENT — a
time when we are called to turning around or conversion of
our hearts with prayer, reflection, charity, and review of our
personal life. We are asked to examine our thoughts, words
and actions to see the ways in which we may be negative,
and how we may be more positive and LIFE-GIVING for
ourselves, others and our world.
