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THE ASCENSION: The Ascension is a crucial part 
of Christ's message and mission. He reminds his 
Apostles that he had come to earth in order to offer 
life in abundance.  His suffering, death, and resur-
rection are source of eternal life. In the Risen Lord 
there is Life. He also gives his followers a mission. 
He calls upon them to be witness of the good news. 
He even promises the help of the Holy Spirit. They 
will not be able to carry out their witness all by them-
selves, they will need the Holy Spirit, and so he 
promises that at Pentecost they will be "clothed with 
power from on high." They are to go to "all the na-
tions" as Christ's witnesses. So, in the Ascension of 
our Lord, we come face to face with the missionary 
challenge of the Church: Christ's saving message 
being transmitted to all people through our witness-
ing to the Good News. Today, as the Church re-
minds us of our mission and encourages us to take it 

up with renewed enthusiasm, let's renew our commitment to stay close 
to Christ. Let's renew our commitment to daily, heartfelt prayer. Let's 
renew our commitment to never stop studying the  treasure of the Holy 
Scriptures. Let's renew our commitment to make frequent and sincere 
use of the sacraments. On Ascension Day, Christ is sending us out 
into today's world to be his witnesses, just as he sent out his Apostles 
more than two thousand years ago.  The  assurance is that The Risen 
Lord will remain with us  always: “I am with you always, until the end of 
times”. The Ascension therefore is not being left orphans, it is about 
remaining with the Risen Lord in our hearts. It is not a departure but 
the  beginning of a new presence in our hearts challenging us to con-
tinue Jesus’ mission in the world.
