Let me sing to my friend the song of his love for his vineyard. 
My friend had a vineyard on a fertile hillside. He dug the soil, 
cleared it of stones and planted choice vines in it. In the             
middle he built a tower, he dug a press there too. He expected 
it to yield grapes, but sour grapes were all that it gave. And 
now, inhabitants of Jerusalem and men of Judah, I ask you to 
judge between my vineyard and me. What could I have done 
for my vineyard that I have not done? I expected it to yield 
grapes. Why did it yield sour grapes instead? Very well, I will 
tell you what I am going to do to my vineyard: I will take away 
its hedge for it to be grazed on, and knock down its wall for it 
to be trampled on. I will lay it waste, unpruned, undug; over-
grown by the briar and the thorn. I will command the clouds to 
rain no rain on it. Yes, the vineyard of the Lord of Hosts is the 
House of Israel, and the men of Judah that chosen plant. He 
expected justice, but found bloodshed, integrity, but only a cry 
of distress.    The Word of the Lord. 

Gospel Acclamation:  Alleluia, alleluia! I call you friends, says the 
Lord, because I have made known to you everything I have learnt from my 
Father. Alleluia! (Jn 15:15 )  

A reading from the Holy Gospel according to St. Matthew 21:23-33 
Jesus said to the chief priests and the elders of the people, ‘Listen to another 
parable. There was a man, a landowner, who planted a vineyard; he fenced it 
round, dug a winepress in it and built a tower; then he leased it to tenants and 
went abroad. When vintage time drew near he sent his servants to the tenants to 
collect his produce. But the tenants seized his servants, thrashed one, killed an-
other and stoned a third. Next he sent some more servants, this time a larger 
number, and they dealt with them in the same way. Finally he sent his son to 
them. “They will respect my son” he said. But when the tenants saw the son, they 
said to each other, “This is the heir. Come on, let us kill him and take over his 
inheritance.” So they seized him and threw him out of the vineyard and killed him. 
Now when the owner of the vineyard comes, what will he do to those tenants?’ 
They answered, ‘He will bring those wretches to a wretched end and lease the 
vineyard to other tenants who will deliver the produce to him when the season 
arrives.’ Jesus said to them, ‘Have you never read in the scriptures: It was the 
stone rejected by the builders that became the keystone. This was the Lord’s   
doing and it is wonderful to see? ‘I tell you, then, that the kingdom of God will be 
taken from you and given to a people who will produce its fruit.’ 
The Gospel of the Lord. 
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HOMILY NOTES:   
SONG OF THE VINEYARD 
The parable that makes up almost all the 
Gospel, Matthew 21:33-43, clearly picks up 
several features of Isaiah's 'song' of his 
friend's vineyard. Once again, the 
'vineyard' is Israel but how, exactly, Jesus 
meant the parable to be understood and 
how we should interpret and explain today 
are matters of considerable delicacy. This 
is one of four or five texts in the Gospels 
most open to anti-Semitic or anti-Jewish readings and proclamation. While it 
is not all that easy to discern the exact shape of the parable as told by Je-
sus, we can be sure that he told it against the religious leadership in Jerusa-
lem in his day. They have resisted the prophetic messengers sent by God, 
the last of whom was himself; they have shown themselves to be usurpers, 
attempting to control and retain for themselves the vineyard (Israel) and its 
produce (the life of the people). The arrival of the Kingdom (or Rule) of God 
will mean for them dispossession and retribution. 
FRUITS OF THE VINEYARD 
Subsequently, the early Church retold the parable in the light of its 
knowledge of the death and resurrection of Jesus and its belief in his status 
(God's Son). Strongly colouring its understanding of the parable is its bitter 
awareness of the 'No' given to the Gospel by the great bulk of Israel and its 
keen sense of itself, made up of both Jewish and Gentile believers, as the 
community (literally, 'nation') to whom the Kingdom is now being given (v 
43). Through the continuing presence of the risen Lord ('Emmanuel') to the 
end of the age (1:23; 28:20), they can and ought to produce the 'fruits' that 
God desires from the 'vineyard'. Today, we can move on from the early 
community's preoccupation with the 'No' of Israel and concentrate, as the 
First Reading suggests, on the 'fruits' that God looks to see produced within 
a new vineyard. The parabolic le gives no grounds for Christian triumphal-
ism at Jewish expense. 
THE CORNERSTONE 
God has made the 'rejected' stone, the crucified and risen Lord, the corner-
stone of the 'building' (the 'vineyard' image changes to an architectural one) 
that is the community of the Church. The question for us is whether the 
'song' (Isaiah 5:1) sung over the vineyard is one of delight or disappoint-
ment. Inevitably, a bit of both. But, in either case, it will always be a song of 
the Friend's love for the vineyard.

che egli offre loro e che per di più si ostinino ad 
impedire agli altri di mangiarlo. Noi ci sbagliamo in 
tutto. E proprio quando ci sentiremo più sicuri, 
verremo privati dei nostri doni, perché non 
possediamo, anche se lo crediamo, alcuna esclu-
sività. È necessario che scopriamo Cristo come 
pietra angolare dell’edificio in pietre vive che è la 
Chiesa, alla quale siamo stati introdotti con il 
battesimo. Cerchiamo con coraggio di produrre 
frutti per raggiungere il regno dei cieli.
