There in 
their presence he was transfigured: his clothes became dazzlingly 
white, whiter than any earthly bleacher could make 
them. Elijah appeared to them with Moses; and they were talking with 
Jesus. Then Peter spoke to Jesus. ‘Rabbi,’ he said ‘it is wonderful for 
us to be here; so let us make three tents, one for you, one for Moses 
and one for Elijah.’ He did not know what to say; they were so fright-
ened. And a cloud came, covering them in shadow; and there came a 
voice from the cloud, ‘This is my Son, the Beloved.
