The high priest questioned the apostles, saying, “We strictly charged
you not to teach in this name, yet here you have filled Jerusalem with
your teaching and you intend to bring this man’s blood upon us.”

The God of our fathers raised Jesus whom you killed by hanging
him on a tree. God exalted him at his right hand as Leader and
Saviour, to give repentance to Israel and forgiveness of sins.

They charged the apostles not to speak
in the name of Jesus, and let them go. Then they left the presence of
the council, rejoicing that they were counted worthy to suffer dishonour
for the name.

Jesus said to them, “Children, have you any
fish?” They answered him, “No.” He said to them, “Cast the net on the right side
of the boat, and you will find some.” So they cast it, and now they were not able
to haul it in, for the quantity of fish. That disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter,
“It is the Lord!” When Simon Peter heard that it was the Lord, he put on his
clothes, for he was stripped for work, and sprang into the sea. But the other disci-
ples came in the boat, dragging the net full of fish, for they were not far from the
land, but about a hundred yards off. When they got out on land, they saw a char-
coal fire there, with fish lying on it, and bread. Jesus said to them, “Bring some of
the fish that you have just caught.” So Simon Peter went aboard and hauled the
net ashore, full of large fish, a hundred and fifty-three of them; and although there
were so many, the net was not torn. Jesus said to them, “Come and have break-
fast.” Now none of the disciples dared to ask him, “Who are you?” They knew it
was the Lord. Jesus came and took the bread and gave it to them, and so with
the fish. This was now the third time that Jesus was revealed to the disciples
after he was raised from the dead. When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said
to Simon Peter, “Simon, son of John, do you love me more than these?” He said
to him, “Yes, Lord; you know that | love you.” He said to him, “Feed my lambs.” A
second time he said to him, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” He said to
him, “Yes, Lord; you know that | love you.”
