Then they laid hands on them, and they
received the Holy Spirit.

But give it with courtesy and respect and with a clear
conscience, so that those who slander you when you are living a
good life in Christ may be proved wrong in the accusations that they
bring. And if it is the will of God that you should suffer, it is better to
suffer for doing right than for doing wrong. Why, Christ himself, inno-
cent though he was, had died once for sins, died for the guilty, to
lead us to God. In the body he was put to death, in the spirit he was
raised to life.
