Popes

of the modern era seem to be listening more attentively

to the Good Shepherd, as successors of St Peter who

was instructed: ‘Feed my lambs, feed my sheep'.

We could pause for a moment to attune our ears to the

sound of the Shepherd's voice and follow Him so that He

may lead us to pastures where we can have life,

abundantly.

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St. Brigid’s Parish - 4" Sunday of Easter (Year A) 30t April, 2023

Introduction: This Fourth Sunday of Easter is sometimes called Good Shepherd Sunday because of its reference
to Chapter 10 of John’s Gospel, in which Jesus calls his flock to follow him, and beware of any false shepherds.

1t Reading: Acts 2:14, 36-41
We hear of Peter’s sermon on the day of Pentecost. He challenges his listeners that they must repent and be
baptised in the name of Jesus to receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

2" Reading: 1 Peter 2:20-25
We hear Peter’s reflection on how much the suffering of Jesus is an expression of how Jesus, as the Good
Shepherd, was prepared to suffer for his flock.

Gospel: John 10:1-10
This is the famous proclamation of Jesus as to his role as the gate of the sheepfold, he is prepared to give
everything for his flock so that they may have life to the full.

Prayer of Intercession: We have heard the reassuring words of Jesus that he has come, that we may have life and
have it to the full. Now we turn to him confident that he be open to our needs and hopes.

1. Lord, may your bishops, priests, deacons and religious gather all people to your Son by word and example
and shepherd the flocks entrusted to their care.

(pause) We pray to the Lord. Lord hear our prayer.

2. For young men and women who feel called to give their lives in dedicated service to God and the Church,
that they will be guided by the Holy Spirit in their discernment.

(pause) We pray to the Lord. Lord hear our prayer.

3. For married people and those preparing to celebrate the sacrament of Marriage, that their homes and hearts
be holy places.

(pause) We pray to the Lord. Lord hear our prayer.

4. We pray for those in our parish who are sick, especially Eileen S, Corrine V, Megan B, Andrew M, Michael W, Glenys

O, Anthony S, Ryan F, Jessica C, Gerard H, Mary-Rose C, Cheryl L, Stephania C, Archie P, Kylie | & Joe M. We pray for
those who have recently died, as well as those whose anniversary occurs at this time, that they may be comforted and
gathered as sheep when feeling lost, that all will follow him as one flock, faithful to his message of salvation.

First Reading Acts 2:14, 36-41

God has made Jesus both Lord and Christ.

On the day of Pentecost Peter stood up with
the Eleven and addressed the crowd with a
loud voice: ‘The whole House of Israel can
be certain that God has made this Jesus
whom you crucified both Lord and Christ.’

Hearing this, they were cut to the heart
and said to Peter and the apostles, "What
must we do, brothers?’ “You must repent.’
Peter answered ‘and every one of you
must be baptised in the name of Jesus
Christ for the forgiveness of your sins, and
yvou will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.
The promise that was made is for you and
yvour children, and for all those who are far
away, for all those whom the Lord our God
will call to himself.” He spoke to them for
a long time using many arguments, and
he urged them. ‘Save yourselves from this
perverse generation.” They were convinced
by his arguments, and they accepted what
he said and were baptised. That very day
about three thousand were added to their
number.

Youw had gone astray but now you have come back to the
shepherd and guardian of your souls.

The merit, in the sight of God, is in bearing
punishment patiently when you are
punished after doing your duty.

This, in fact, is what you were called to do,
because Christ suffered for you and left an
example for you to follow the way he took.
He had not done anything wrong, and there
had been no perjury in his mouth. He was
insulted and did not retaliate with insults;
when he was tortured he made no threats
but he put his trust in the righteous judge.
He was bearing our faults in his own body on
the cross, so that we might die to our faults
and live for holiness; through his wounds
you have been healed. You had gone astray
like sheep but now you have come back to
the shepherd and guardian of your souls.
