REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate

I once saw a young mother discreetly breastfeeding her
baby during Mass, and thought ... “What a wonderful
thing!” There could not be a better illustration, a better
acting out of what Jesus says in today’s Gospel: ‘“The one
who eats me will live.’

Of course, even mothers who find they cannot breastfeed
offer the same gift for nine months as the baby draws its
life from the mother’s body in the womb.

This is a good analogy for what Our Lord was teaching in
today’s Gospel.

‘Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood abide in me
and | in them.” Notice the very maternal language. The
risen Lord truly abides in us, we truly abide in the risen
Lord. This is as intimate as the baby dwelling in the womb
of its mother.

Moreover, it is a Holy communion which is both a present
reality and a foretaste and promise about our place in God’s
future: ‘The one who eats this bread will live forever.’

We could pause for a moment to pray with St Thomas

Aquinas: ‘Oh Sacred Banquet in which Christ is received

and a pledge of future glory is given to us.’

St. Brigid’s Parish — The Most Holy Body & Blood of Christ (Year A) 11th June 2023

Introduction: Today we have a Solemnity that is celebrated on Sunday early in Ordinary Time. This feast of
Corpus Christi, the Body and Blood of Christ, is an opportunity to reflect on the presence of Christ among us.

1%t Reading: Deuteronomy 8:2-3, 14-16
We hear the words of Moses and how he reminds the people that God’s love for them was shown by the
miraculous signs he revealed to them in the wilderness.

2" Reading: 1 Corinthians 10:16-17
We hear a brief segment from St. Paul’s account of the Last Supper. It is a profound reflection on the unity
we share in Christ’s Body through the one bread and the one cup we share.

Gospel: John 6:51-58
In this passage about the Bread of Life theme in John’s Gospel we hear the solemn words of Jesus about
the living bread come down from heaven.

Prayer of Intercession: We now ask in prayer that the bread of life and the cup of salvation will lead the Church
to the Trinitarian life it shares in God.
