PRAYING TOGETHER AT MASS - Liturgy of the Word:

In the last few months many of you have read Pope Francis’ talks on the Liturgy of the Word. We gather for Mass, he
says,” precisely to listen to what God has done and still intends to do for us...when the Sacred Scriptures are read in the
Church, God himself speaks to his people, and Christ, present in his own word, proclaims the Gospel”.

General Instruction of the Roman Missal, 29

Further “when the Word of God is being read from the Bible — the First Reading, the Second Reading, the Responsorial
Psalm and the Gospel — we must listen, open our heart because it is God himself who is speaking to us.”

At a recent meeting of those who belong to the ministry of Readers we reflected on what Pope Francis’ teaching asks of us
who worship in St Peter’s and Sacred Heart communities.

The answer, it was decided, was time to pause, thereby allowing the words of Scripture to touch our open, listening hearts.
Beginning this week on Pentecost Sunday our readers will pause after both the First and Second readings for just a few
seconds. | ask what is God saying to me?

The Responsorial Psalm is the prayer response of the community to the Word of God heard in the First Reading. It is this
community of the baptised, together responding to God. Pope Francis mentioned the Responsorial Psalm is sung. On this
Sunday of Pentecost, we will sing the Responsorial Psalm. On other occasions, it will be read prayerfully as at present.

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Lectionary Art and Reflection by Jenny Close Since the Trinity is one of the great mysteries of our faith, trying to design an

image that touches on its meaning seems an impossible task. Three sources come to mind, however: colours, numbers and

shapes. In the Trinity there are three persons in one God and ‘three’ is a prime

number which can only be divided by itself and one. Prime numbers have a mystical quality, and, together with the primary

colours and related and repeated shapes, they evoke a dynamic sense of the divine.

Reflection by Fr Michael Tate

When he was crucified Jesus
uttered: ‘It is finished.” What had
finished? His earthly ministry
during which he painted a picture
of the most intimate communion
between Himself, the Father, and
the Holy Spirit, so intimate that the
Church needed a new word: ‘Tri-
Unity” or ‘Trinity’ for short.

God is pulsating, shimmering light,
dancing in threefold exchange of
love, each being simultaneously
poured into the other. God is
‘Being-In-Love’ and love is always
relational.

‘You are made in the image and
likeness of God'? Because of the
ministry of Jesus Christ, we know
what that really means. We are
made to live in relationship - not in
solitary.

If we think that the ultimate good is
to be self-sufficient/autonomous,
that leads to a hellish existence.
When we live with as much self-
giving as is possible, we are on the
way to a heavenly existence.

We could pause for a moment to
give thanks for the revelation of
the nature of God, and
consequently of the true nature of
human beings.
