7 On Friday 26th March, Victoria moved to a more relaxed COVIDSafe setting.
A As part of these changes, electronic record keeping became mandatory for all venues and facilities, including our Places of

¥+ Worship.
Yt Importantly, activities involving ceremonies and religious gatherings, weddings and funerals within a Place of Worship, must use
an electronic record keeping system that is compatible with the Victorian Government’s visitation application programming

interface (API).

This density quotient still applies and APl compatible electronic record keeping is now mandatory.

Everyone entering the Church can scan the QR Code using the camera on their smartphone or tablet device.

In exceptional circumstances, due to age, disability etc., the Parish has the ability to manually record their attendance
(and maintain records for a period of 28 days). This form of record keeping should only be offered as a backstop solution,
as it does not provide ‘real time’ connectivity to the Department of Health’s contact tracing system.

Sacred Heart & St Thomas Parishes will continue to use the Trybooking system to enable parishioners to book in for
Mass so we do not exceed our density quotient.

Social distancing must still be maintained.

Due to Government regulations you will still be asked to scan the QR Code on arrival.

Pentecost Sunday, Year B 23 May 2021

First Reading Acts 2:1-11

They were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and began to speak
different languages.

When Pentecost day came round, the
apostles had all met in one room, when
suddenly they heard what sounded like a
powerful wind from heaven, the noise of
which filled the entire house in which they
were sitting; and something appeared to
them that seemed like tongues of fire;
these separated and came to rest on the
head of each of them. They were all filled
with the Holy Spirit, and began to speak
foreign languages as the Spirit gave them
the gift of speech.

Now there were devout men living in
Jerusalem from every nation under heaven,
and at this sound they all assembled, each
one bewildered to hear these men speaking
his own language. They were amazed and
astonished. ‘Surely’ they said ‘all these
men speaking are Galileans? How does it
happen that each of us hears them in his
own native language? Parthians, Medes
and Elamites; people from Mesopotamia,
Judaea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia,
Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the
parts of Libya round Cyrene; as well as
visitors from Rome - Jews and proselytes
alike - Cretans and Arabs; we hear them
preaching in our own language about the
marvels of God.’

Reflection by Fr Michael Tate

The term ‘Holy Ghost’” is an
unfortunate rendering of ‘Holy Gust,
the divine wind, the breath of God,
the Holy Spirit which can come into

the lives of individuals and
communities, sometimes as the
merest whisper of a Dbreeze,

sometimes at gale force.

This is what happened at Pentecost.
St Luke, writing the Acts of the
Apostles, grasps for imagery to
portray the force of the Holy Spirit’s
descending on Mary and Peter and
other disciples. This divine flaming
Gust cleared away the undergrowth of
timidity and anxiety imprisoning those
disciples in the upper room. Then they
became like seed pods germinating in
the ashes, allowing a hew community
to take root, a community where
barriers of language, ethnicity and
race were overcome.

The primary task of St Peter, then as
now, is to present the Resurrection in
a way understandable by people of
every language group around the
world. Everything else his successor
does is secondary to his preaching
‘the marvels of God’. Pope Francis is
doing this by word and deed.

We could take a moment to pray for
forgiveness for the wind breaks which
we, individually and as a parish or
larger church community, erect to
shield us from the Holy Spirit gusting
into our lives. Let us ask for the
courage to allow ourselves to be a
windswept people ignited by Divine
Love.
