A reading from the prophet Jeremiah          23:1-6

destroyed and scattered - it is the Lord who speaks! This, therefore, is 
what the Lord, the God of Israel, says about the shepherds in charge of 
my people: You have let my flock be scattered and go wandering and 
have not taken care of them. Right, I will take care of you for your          
misdeeds - it is the Lord who speaks! But the remnant of my flock I         
myself will gather from all the countries where I have dispersed them, and 
will bring them back to their pastures: they shall be fruitful and increase 
in numbers. I will raise up shepherds to look after them and pasture them; 
no fear, no terror for them any more; not one shall be lost - it is the Lord 
who speaks!

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Mark     6:30-34 
 

The apostles rejoined Jesus and told him all they had done and taught. 
Then he said to them, ‘You must come away to some lonely place all by 
yourselves and rest for a while’; for there were so many coming and going 
that the apostles had no time even to eat. So they went off in a boat to a 
lonely place where they could be by themselves. But people saw them    
going, and many could guess where; and from every town they all hurried 
to the place on foot and reached it before them. So as he stepped ashore he 
saw a large crowd; and he took pity on them because they were like sheep 
without a shepherd, and he set himself to teach them at some length.
