 REFLECTION …….  “We don’t have time for that!” 

 Typical of last-minute Christmas shoppers, a mother was running furiously from 
store to store. Suddenly she became aware that the pudgy little hand of her three-
year-old son was no longer clutched in hers. In panic she retraced her steps and 
found him standing with his little nose pressed flat against a frosty window.  He was 
gazing at a manger  scene. Hearing his mother’s near hysterical call, he turned and 
shouted with innocent glee:   “Look Mommy!
