THE FEAST OF THE TRANSFIGURATION..  commemorates what many consider to be the highest point 
of Jesus' earthly  life, when he was "transfigured" by a brilliant white light at the top of a  mountain 
and proclaimed to be the well-loved Son of God from a heavenly voice. 

Generally speaking, the primary significance of the Transfiguration exists in the light which shines 
from Jesus' body on the mountaintop, which is  typically held to be a sign of his internal divinity fully 
manifesting itself in the material world. It is also the second of time that he is called a beloved son 
by a heavenly voice, the first being when he is baptized by John. As a result of these events, the 
Transfiguration is considered the turning point between Jesus' prophetic ministry and priestly (or 
divine) ministry. 

For Christians around the world, the Transfiguration remains an important observance. It is a 
chance to reflect upon the glorious divinity of Christ made manifest in the material world.
