On behalf of Fr Joseph, and the SPJE Parish Leadership team, I am writing to further clarify
and explain the purpose of our regular monthly collections, the establishment of Mini Hamper
Raffles and the participation in the Combined Catholic Parishes Raffle.

For some time now the Leadership team considered conducting a Thanksgiving Campaign with
the purpose of increasing contributions and attracting newcomers to the Thanksgiving.
