Catechist Program 
We invite you to read the following information which will help answer some questions you may have 

about our Parish Catechist Program. 

 

Our Parish Catechist Program offers Religious Instruction Classes for children 
not attending Catholic Schools. The classes teach the children about our Faith 
and help them prepare for the Sacraments. 
 
Age for enrolment 
We accept children from Prep onwards. We occasionally have a secondary school student who has not 
completed all of his/her Sacraments. 
To make their First Reconciliation, children must be at least grade 3; First Eucharist at least grade four and 
Confirmation at least grade six. 
  

Class Timing and Venue 
We start on the third Tuesday of February and go on until our Reconciliation children have made their First 
Reconciliation. 
First Eucharist is in June and Confirmation is either late July or early August. 
  
Lessons are from 4pm until 5pm each Tuesday except for school holidays and public holidays. 
They are held in the Church, Meeting Room and Foyer at St Louis de Montfort’s – 37 Dolphin Street, 
Aspendale. 

 
Enrolment Details 
There are Enrolment Forms to fill in and a levy of $40 per child or $60 per family. This is done through the 
Parish Office. 
The levy covers stationery, Student Booklets, Sacramental Stoles, Sacramental Pins etc., so there is nothing 
additional to pay.
