Funeral Service Alternatives 
 

• Requiem Mass: This is a funeral liturgy which offers the consecration and distribution of the Eucharist and can 

only be offered at the church. 

• Funeral Prayer Service: This is a funeral liturgy only and may be held at the church or at the Funeral Directors’ 

chapel or cemetery chapel. 

• Graveside Service: This is the simplest of the ceremonies where the priest and mourners gather beside the 

grave of the loved one offering prayers before interment.  

 
Funeral Director 
 
There are several local funeral directors in our area. Once you have engaged one the funeral director will then 

contact the Parish Office to check on the availability of the church and/or the clergy and book your nominated 

Requiem or funeral prayer service, according to your suitability and its own.

include a discussion on the Readings, Prayers of the Faithful, eulogy and music.
