What’s Happening Here ... 
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ACRATH : Australian Catholic Religious Against Trafficking In Humans. 
 

 No one shall be held in slavery or servitude;  

 slavery and servitude shall be prohibited in all their forms. 

 Article 4   -  Universal Declaration of Human Rights 
 

Many people here in Australia hold the belief that slavery, trafficking in humans, does not exist in our coun-

try. This is not so, there are cases of slavery in various forms across Australia. 

Every day around the world hundreds of thousands of people are drawn to the promise of work simply to 

put food on their family's table - work that often turns out to be a job in forced labour or slave like condi-

tions. Or worse, they will be sold into labour or sexual exploitation.

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Assistance Required

2.      Tap on the message/banner to open the St Thomas More Parish check in page in your  
 browser.  You only need to enter your first name and phone number, and submit.  

3.       If you’re checking in for other members of your household who can be contacted on the same 
number, you can add all names in one hit, separated by commas.   

4. If you’re checking in on behalf of someone else who doesn’t have a       
mobile, you can add their landline number in the contact number field.
