THE GOOD
SAMARITAN

Think of the Good Samaritan story in terms of today’s world.
What groups need some Good Samaritans right now?
The refugees and asylum seekers? The trafficked?

The homeless? The hungry?

Whether it be large or small, is there anything you can do to
help any of these?

At one of his General Audiences, Pope Francis reflected on the
Good Samaritan.

Which man is the neighbour- the one in need or the one show-
Ing compassion to the one in need?

Love, the Lord tells us, is never abstract or distant; it “sees”
and it responds. The compassion shown by the Samaritan is
an image of the infinite mercy of God, who always sees our
needs and draws near to us in love. The command to love God
and neighbour, then, is supremely practical; it entails caring
for others even to the point of personal sacrifice.

By the end of the parable, we see that the “neighbour” is not so
much the man in need, but rather the one who responded to
that need with compassion. Jesus tells all of us to be
neighbours in this sense: “Go and do likewise”. He himself is
the model of the Good Samaritan; by imitating his love and

compassion, we show ourselves truly to be his followers.

Promoting Sustainability

As part of the school’s sustainability unit, we are
taking part in a whole school recycling project. We
are collecting plastic bottle lids, e.g. milk bottle tops.
We will forward what we collect onto Envision, a
local charity that is collecting bottle top lids to make
prosthetic arms for underprivileged children in India.
It takes 800 bottle top lids to make one arm, so Envi-
sion have set a challenge of collecting one million bot-
tle tops by the end of the year. Please spread the
word to family and friends, all bottle top lids are
welcome!
