Reflection by Fr Michael Tate

Jesus tells a little story about two
brothers. One said ‘Yes', but never did
anything. The other said ‘No’, but then
had a change of heart and did what
was required. Jesus loved the brother
who came around. He was very hard
on the one who said ‘Yes’ but did not
‘walk the talk’.

That is why he loved those tax
collectors who gathered the revenue
for the Roman authorities, and the
prostitutes who serviced the Roman
occupying army, bui who swiiched
allegiance from the Empire of Caesar
to the Kingdom of God. This signalled
a profound change of heart,

We may have said ‘No’ to God at
various times with various intensity in
our lives. But God is wonderfully
patient and prepared to hear ‘No’
many times in the hope of hearing
‘Yes'. God’s patience never runs out.
But our time to say ‘Yes' does run out,
We only have a relatively short life
span!

At the end of Mass, | will say 'Go and
announce the Gospel of the Lord." As
St Francis of Assisi put it, ‘Preach the
Gospel, and occasionally use words.’
