REFLECTION 
 

The readings today are a reminder that God has done, and will continue to do, great things in our 
lives.  Isaiah, however, reminds us that there is no gain in continually dwelling on the past; rather 
we are called to notice God ‘doing a new deed’ as God calls us into the future.  The woman brought 
before Jesus knows she has already been judged by the crowd around her and expects the same 
from Jesus.  Yet, in her misery she finds Jesus offering her mercy and compassion.  He releases her 
from her past and offers her a future full of possibilities. 
Paul says all he wants is ‘to know Christ and the power of his resurrection’.  What a great mantra 
for this final week of Lent!  We too are ‘straining ahead for what is still to come … racing for the   
finish’.  We only have a few more days with Jesus before he enters Holy Week.  Can we allow him to 
look at us in the way he looked at the woman—to accept the mercy and compassion he offers and 
to be rescued from behaviours and judgements that may in the past have been harmful to others?  
There is still time to glimpse the new deed God is doing in us.
