And his disciples went and pleaded with
him. ‘Give her what she wants,” they said

in reply, ‘| was sent only to the lost sheep
of the House of Israel.” But the woman
had come up and was kneeling at his feet.
‘Lord.” she said ‘help me.” He replied. ‘It is
not fair to take the children’s food and throw
it to the house-dogs.” She retorted, ‘Ah yes,
sir; but even house-dogs can eat the scraps
that fall from their master's table.” Then
Jesus answered her, ‘Woman, you have
great faith. Let your wish be granted.” And
from that moment her daughter was well
again.

Reflection by Fr Michael Tate

A pagan woman approaches a
Jewish man and she begs Jesus to
heal her daughter.

Jesus gives a dismissive answer to
the woman: ‘It is not fair to take
the children’s bread and throw it to
the house dogs.” The children are
obviously the Jewish people.

This remarkable pagan woman
stands her ground and engages in
a verbal joust with Jesus! She
argues: Yes, Lord, but even the
house dogs get the crumbs that fall
from their master’s table.’

Jesus recognises her faith and the
daughter was healed. This story
was put in the Gospels to show
how Jesus extended his saving
mission to non-Jews in Pagan
territory.

That is Good News for billions of
non-Jewish people over the course
of history since then and into the
future. That is why we are truly
‘Catholic’, which, as you know, is
the Greek for ‘world-wide’.

We could pause for a moment to
celebrate this Canaanite woman as
the first ‘Catholic’!
