We may cry
out to Jesus “Don't you care?”.

He will come i0 accompany us but
always 1o “the other side™. Our Lord
does not indulge the fantasy of
“tuming back the clock”. We have
to keep rowing in a new direction.
Thera is nd nostalgic return to the
old situation. We may well fesl
displaced, disoriented, but Our
Lord is our companion in the
unfamiliar situation we have
reachad.

We could take a moment to pray
for Qur Lord t0 help us in all life-
threatening situations, especially in
the final transit through the
wrenching chaos of death. May we
hear him rebuke the Prince of
Darkness and Death: “Quiet, be
still” as he accompanies us to the
other side, to the promised land of
Heaven.
