A DATE FOR YOUR DIARY: Professional Standards Unit is running Effective Safeguarding Committee training ( Child and Vulnerable Safety) at the Seymour Parish on Saturday 1 February 1:00-3:30pm.
This training will involve discussing the role of the Parish Safeguarding Committee; the National Catholic Safeguarding Standards; preparing for an audit; and becoming a parish that is truly safe and welcoming for children.

Being a child safe parish is the responsibility of everyone in the parish, and the more people involved the better. The Safeguarding Committee will need to include the Parish Priest, Parish Secretary and Pastoral Associate or Worker, but also include representatives of programs that include children as well as people who bring relevant skills – many parishes recruit a teacher or the principal from the school.
