After the reign of King Solomon, the twelve tribes of Israel were divided into two kingdoms; the northern kingdom of Israel (consisting of ten tribes) and the southern kingdom of Judah (tribes of Judah and Benjamin). The Jerusalem Temple was the religious centre of the southern kingdom of Judah and for the northern kingdom, Bethel was one of the main cult centres. The prophet Amos was from Judah (south) and is seen as a foreigner interfering with the Israelite (northern) religious and political affairs. Amos was chosen by Yahweh to prophesy to the northern kingdom of Israel and did fulfil that mission in spite of rejection. The gospel of Mark this weekend, gives us the account of Jesus sending out his disciple to preach the good news. We have been chosen by the Lord to be, as the psalmist says, a prophetic ‘voice’ of ‘peace, mercy and justice’ even in the face of rejection.
