Last weekend we heard about the multiplication of five loaves and two fish by Jesus to feed the five thousand from the Gospel of John 6:1-15. This week we hear what some scripture scholars call the Eucharistic discourse of John’s gospel. Jesus tells the people that he is the ‘Bread of Life’.  Jesus alludes to the manna that the Israelites ate in the desert. ‘….it was not Moses who gave you the bread from heaven; my Father gives you the true bread from heaven…’ (John 6:32). Not  gave, ‘gives’ the true bread and this bread ‘comes down from heaven’ and ‘gives life to the world’…. The Father continues to do this even today, a perpetual giving. Here we are getting a glimpse of the belief of the nascent Church in the Eucharist, which perpetuates the salvific sacrifice of Christ on the Cross, so that even today we could be partakers in that same sacrifice. The readings for the coming two weekends will delve deeper into this mystery.  However we don’t have those readings for the next two weekends, since we celebrate the Solemnity of St Mary MacKillop and then on 15th August the Assumption of our Blessed Mother. Hopefully, on the 22nd of August, when we gather we will be able to hear the consequent reaction of the followers of Jesus to this Eucharistic teaching, which is the ‘summit and source of Christian life’. (II Vatican….Lumen Gentium 11)
