The Assumption and Queenship of Our Lady

In the Davidic monarchy, the queen-mother, or gevirah (“lady” feminine form of gevir “lord”) played an important role. This was the kings' way of fulfilling the Commandment to honour their mothers.  This tradition is consistent with God's command “Honour you father and mother” (Ex 20:12). He could not honour his father, who was dead, so he honoured his mother by enthroning her next to him and giving her a share in his reign. Each time the Bible records a king of Judah, it mentions his mother because she was the gevirah, and so had a special place in his court. The prophet Jeremiah sends a warning to both the king and his mother (Jer 13:18), and the Babylonians took both King Jeconiah and his mother away into captivity (2 Kings 24:15; Jer 29:2).  In the Davidic kingdom, it was the mother of the king who ruled as queen, not the king’s wife. 
In his gospel, Matthew mentions “the child and his mother” (Matthew 1:18; 2:11, 13, 14, 20, 21) five times in chapter two alone. Its recurrence has “a Davidic resonance” that brings to mind the way the Book of Kings repeatedly introduces each new Davidic king alongside the queen mother. The angel announces to Mary in Luke 1: 32-33 that the ‘child will be the son of David’, fulfilling God’s promise to David in 2 Samuel 7: 12-14. Hence, Mary as mother of the Davidic King, Jesus Christ, is the queen mother of her royal son.  Mary’s Assumption and Queenship has been expressed in the Church’s Tradition and magisterial pronouncements throughout the centuries. Early Church Father Origen (c.184- c.253) viewed Elizabeth’s greeting Mary with words “mother of my Lord” as honouring her with royal dignity.
 In 1950, 1st November, All Saints Day,  through the apostolic constitution  Munificenttisimus Deus,  Pope Piux XII proclaimed this traditional belief of the Assumption and Queenship of Mary as official Dogma in the Catholic Church.…….’We pronounce, declare, and define it to be a divinely revealed dogma: that the Immaculate Mother of God, the ever Virgin Mary, having completed the course of her earthly life, was assumed body and soul into heavenly glory……. as Queen, she sits in splendour at the right hand of her Son, the immortal King of the Ages.’
