This template is for a female.

The word Name is to be replaced by the deceased person’s name.

This booklet was set up for a group of people who were not familiar with the Catholic Eucharist. Therefore it contains more responses than it otherwise would. You might choose to eliminate certain sections if most of the people are at home with the celebration of Eucharist.

The pages are set up so that they are printed firstly as A4 and then reduced.

Read through the booklet carefully, to ensure that you have adapted it appropriately.

Do discuss it with the priest beforehand.
