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SAINT WHO?
Saints Who Renewed Parish Life
Saint Oscar Romero
(Bishop and Martyr)

Oscar was born in El Salvador in 1917. After
studies and ordination in Rome, he returned to
his homeland to take up parish work and
seminary teaching. He was chosen to be
Archbishop of San Salvador in 1977. He chose
the episcopal motto “Sentir con la Iglesia”- “To
think with the Church.”

In the face of the violence perpetrated by the
country’s government and military, Oscar sought
to accompany his priests and the many poor they
served. His homilies became eloquent pleas,
broadcast all over the country by radio, that
highlighted societal injustice and called for
profound personal conversion. The people rallied
around the archbishop, and the priests found
strength in his words.

On the 23rd March 1980, Oscar preached a
homily in which he appealed to the military and
police of El Salvador, calling for them to recover
their consciences and disobey orders to
participate in killing and repression. The next
day, as he was saying Mass in the chapel of the
cancer hospital where he lived, an assassin killed
him with a single gunshot to the heart. Oscar had
just complete his homily: “This holy Mass, the
Eucharist, is itself an act of faith.... May this
body immolated and this blood sacrificed for
humans nourish us... so that we may give our
body and our blood to suffering and to pain - like
Christ, not for self , but to bring justice and peace
to our people.”

Oscar was canonised as a martyr killed out of
hatred for Faith in 2018.

Loving Father, through the intercession of
Saint Oscar Romero, guide me to a generous
gift of self, that my life might be a source of
life for others.
