Saint Maria Mazzarello  

Foundress (+ 1881)             Feast: May 14 
 

 The eldest child of an Italian peasant family, Maria was strong in body and strong of 
will.  At fifteen she joined a Marian association devoted to works of charity.  During a        

typhoid epidemic the girls nursed the sick, and Maria contracted typhus.  She survived, her 

body now too weak for farm work.  The undaunted Maria began to study dressmaking with a 

friend.  Before long they were opening a sort of vocational school for girls, where tailoring 

was taught within the warmth of the friends’ shared Christian life. 

 When Saint John Bosco, founder of the Salesians, learned of Maria’s efforts with the 

girls, he made time to visit.  John proposed that she head up the women’s branch of his order 
under the patronage of Mary, Help of the Christians.  Aware of her own poor education,    

Maria accepted rather unwillingly. “Our Lady will be our true superior and I will be her vic-

ar”, she declared.  With all simplicity, she began learning her letters alongside the women 

who were coming into the community. 

 The Salesian Sisters’ gentle, joyful approach to education spread rapidly.  Maria was 

coming back from sending off some of her sisters to the South America when she took sick 

with pleurisy.  She died six weeks later, at the age of forty-four. Today the Salesian Sisters 

number over 15,000.
