We, the members of the St Francis of Assisi, Mill Park parish wish to raise with
you our concerns regarding assisted suicide and euthanasia.
We understand that assisted suicide and euthanasia will be the subject of
legislation later this year and we want to express, in the strongest terms
possible, our reservations and concerns.

We have the ability to achieve this and
we think it incumbent on society to ensure that every person has equal and
guaranteed access to the best of care when they need it.

We urge you not to support any euthanasia or assisted suicide bill.
