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THOUGHT FOR THE WEEX

“For those who want to save their life will lose it, and those who lose
their life for my sake, and for the sake of the gospel, will save it.”
Today’s gospel, Mark 8:35 NRSV translation

Today’s gospel reading presents us with Jesus’ understanding of the true nature of Messiahship as
he sees it. Of course, it comes to us through the filter of St Mark, but Sts Matthew and Luke also record
their version of this passage in their respective gospels. It’s worth spending a little lockdown time looking
at them as well: Matthew 16:13-28 and Luke 9:18-27. You may like to find a quiet time to look at each
of them during the week. Come back to them and reflect and pray on them.

These points may be helpful:

1. Note the common context: Jesus asks the disciples who people really think he is, they answer him,
he asks the disciples for their opinion, Peter speaks for them.
2. Note the reaction of Jesus: once he gets the answer that he is the Messiah he doesn’t invite them to

a party, he seizes the moment to outline in unwelcome detail what his ultimate fate will be, not public
acclaim and Messiah of the Year, but deep and utter humiliation and rejection. The real fate: Resurrection
after all this, is almost glossed over.

3. Note that in each of the three accounts Jesus follows on with a message for the disciples. If you
want to follow this Messiah, that is “me”, take up your cross, get in the line, be prepared for a rough
journey with lots of misunderstanding, some bewilderment, rough treatment, (some interest), and finally,
the true answer to the difficulty and apparent failure of much human endeavour: the saving, not loss, of
life.

I hope this does not read “too heavy”, but I do believe that life at the moment is rather difficult
and as followers of Jesus we cannot afford to give up, throw in the towel, get lost in a fog of apathy.
Sometimes we coast along, everything seems to be going well: family settled, children doing well at
school, investments safe, health no cause for alarm.... But when our daily life is turned on its head and
rattled and shaken like a billy full of pebbles we can be tempted to think that the journey is all too hard.
The worst thing is to start blaming someone, something outside ourselves: the system, the government,
the weather, the health authorities, other countries.....

Let us look at today’s gospel, and the related passages to which I refer, with new eyes. They issue
a strong invitation to me to assess my attitude to my life as a follower of Jesus. Is his message only for
others or is it to me? Do | want more of the nice stories, healing the sick, blessing the children, turning the
other cheek? These are very important but, to be honest, | think the breakthrough in my life as a follower
of Jesus came, or comes (because the process is ongoing), when | accepted that the follower of Jesus is in
for a bumpy ride, blistered feet and a bruised ego.

In other words, life is about balance. To be fully human we have to accept that there are successes
and failures, events we understand well and those that perplex us. At the end of today’s gospel reading,
Jesus stresses the balance that is necessary to live successfully: “For those who want to save their life
(immediate fame and acclaim) will lose it, and those who lose their life FOR MY SAKE, AND FOR THE
SAKE OF THE GOSPEL, (ultimate fulfilment and success) will save it.

No in-person gatherings permitted. Livestreaming and Broadcast is permitted with a total of 5 people

present including technicians.

Funerals: Permitted with no more than 10 people (and those necessary to conduct the funeral).
Children under 12 months old are not counted towards this cap.
Weddings: Not permitted unless end of life or for deportation reasons. Involves only 5 persons

(including the two persons being married, celebrant, two witnesses).

A reading from the holy Gospel according to Mark

Jesus and his disciples left for the villages
round Caesarea Philippi. On the way he put
this question to his disciples, ‘Who do people
say [ am?’

‘John the
Baptist,” they said, ‘others Elijah; others
again, one of the prophets.” ‘But you,” he
asked, ‘who do you say [ am?’ Peter spoke
up and said to him, “You are the Christ.” And
he gave them strict orders not to tell anyone
about him.

And he began to teach them that the Son of
Man was destined to suffer grievously, to be
rejected by the elders and the chief priests
and the scribes, and to be put to death, and
after three days to rise again; and he said all
this quite openly. Then, taking him aside,
Peter started to remonstrate with him. But,
turning and seeing his disciples, he rebuked
Peter and said to him, ‘Get behind me, Satan!
Because the way you think is not God’s way
but man’s.’

He called the people and his disciples to him
and said, ‘If anyone wants to be a follower of
mine, let him renounce himself and take up
his cross and follow me. For anyone who
wants to save his life will lose it; but anyone
who loses his life for my sake, and for the
sake of the gospel, will save it.”

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FEAST DAYS THIS WEEK
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Tuesday 14" September
Exaltation of the Holy Cross
This feast calls to mind the anniversary of the Dedication of the Basilica of the Holy Sepulchre in 335 under the
orders of the Emperor Constantine. St Cyril, the Bishop of Jerusalem from about 350 to 386, also referred to the
Finding of the Holy Cross. We also have a document called the Pilgrimage of Etheriavhich records the voyage of
a Spanish nun or lay woman towards the end of the 4™ century. She refers to the various ceremonies, liturgies and
prayers that took place in Jerusalem and neighbouring areas, during Holy Week and Easter. She also mentions the
existence of the Holy Cross. For your meditation or prayer you may like to have a look at the following passages.

The Letter of St Paul to the Philippians 2:6-11, John 3:13-17; 19:25-42 and Psalm 21-22.

Wednesday 15" September - Our Lady of Sorrows

This feast is not as old as the Feast of the Holy Cross but St Anselm (1033-1109) refers to
the Sorrows of Mary in his writings. Devotion to the Seven Sorrows of Our Lady continued
to develop throughout the Middle Ages and into our own time. The focus of the Feast now
rests on Mary’s suffering during the Passion and Death of her Son. The sequence for the
feast, Stabat Mater Dolorosawritten by Jacopone da Todi, a 13" century Franciscan, has
inspired many composers. The settings by Pergolesi and Rossini and Palestrina are well
known to many people. We also have a window of Our Lady of Sorrows in St Peter’s
Church.

Thursday 16" September: Sts Cornelius d253

and Cyprian d258

The celebration of the feast of these two saints, respectively Bishop of
Rome and Bishop of Carthage (now a ruin in modern Tunisia) goes back
to the 4" century. They are also mentioned in the first list of saints in
the First Eucharistic Prayer, the Roman Canon. They have always
been associated because they were contemporary. Cornelius was Pope
for two years only and Cyprian, an adult convert to the faith,was bishop
for nine years.
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During an intense period of persecution of Christians, they corresponded with each other about how to deal with
Christians who sacrificed to the gods instead of remaining constant in their faith. Were they to be excommunicated
or readmitted to communion in the Church after a period of penance? Cyprian’s Church in Carthage did not recognise
the validity of baptism by heretics. The Church in Rome however, was prepared to recognise that even those
separated by the visible unity of the Church could confer baptism validly. Although Cyrpian and Cornelius may have
differed over some matters of doctrine and discipline their martyrdom shows their common witness to the faith.
