																																																	SAINTS FOR THE WEEK				
SAINT MONICA – AUGUST 27TH (c. 332 – 387) was an early North African Christian saint and the mother of Augustine of Hippo. She is remembered and honored in the Catholic and Orthodox Churches, albeit on different feast days, for her outstanding Christian virtues, particularly the suffering caused by her husband's adultery, and her prayerful life dedicated to the reformation of her son, who wrote extensively of her pious acts and life with her in his Confessions. Popular Christian legends recall Monica weeping every night for her son Augustine.
SAINT AUGUSTINE OF HIPPO – AUGUST 28TH 5th century theologian, philosopher, bishop and Doctor of the Church. Heavily influenced the development of Western philosophy and Christianity. He helped formulate the doctrine of original sin and made significant contributions to the development of just war theory; becoming one of the most prolific scholars of the early Church. His writings remain a cornerstone of Catholic theology and philosophy. Born in Algeria, in 354, he was sent to study Latin & pagan beliefs when he was just 11. At 17 he went to Carthage to continue his Classical education, while living a hedonistic life. He entered a relationship with a young woman which would last for 15 years. Later, Augustine found a job in Milan, where he was influenced by Ambrose of Milan, who would also go on to become a saint.
Ambrose adopted Augustine as a spiritual son and converted Augustine to Christianity in 386 at the age of 31, baptising him along with the son from his previous relationship. Ordained a priest in 391, Augustine quickly became famed for his preaching. In 430, the Vandals invaded Roman Africa, besieging Hippo as Augustine entered his final illness. He died shortly. He was canonized by popular acclaim and was recognised as a Doctor of the Church by Pope Boniface VIII in 1298. Throughout his life, he made large contributions to theology and philosophy,
