September 15 – Our Lady of Sorrows Patroness of Caveat Chapel 
September 17 – St Hildegard of Bingen who was a 12th century German Benedictine abbess, polymath, mystic and Doctor of the Church.
Hildegard, born around 1098 to a family of free lower nobility, began to experience visions at a very young age. Her parents offered her as an oblate to the Benedictine monastery at Disibodenberg where Hildegard professed vows on All Saints Day 1112. She recorded her visions in illustrations and received papal approval to document her visions as revelations from the Holy Spirit.
Hildegard also wrote many works, including visionary theology, a variety of musical compositions, several letters, records of many of the sermons she preached and two volumes of material on natural medicine and cures.
In 1179, after Hildegard passed away her sisters claimed they saw two streams of light appear in the skins and cross over the room where she died.
Hildegard was one of the first persons for whom the Roman canonization process was officially applied however the process was never completed. In 2012, Pope Benedict XVI extended the veneration of her to the entire Catholic Church and declared her a Doctor of the Church, calling her "perennially relevant" and "an authentic teacher of theology and a profound scholar of natural science and music."
September 17 – St Robert Bellarmine, an Italian Jesuit, cardinal and Doctor of the Church who was one of the most important figures in the Counter-Reformation. Born to noble parents in 1542, his maternal uncle was Pope Marcellus II. As a boy, he studied and wrote poetry. Bellarmine entered the Jesuit novitiate in 1560, studying in Rome for three years before moving to a Jesuit house in Piedmont, where he learned Greek; then onto the University of Padua and the University of Leuven in Brabant where he was ordained. Bellarmine wrote against pluralism and non-residence of bishops within their dioceses and put into effect the reforming decrees of the Council of Trent. He was involved in the Galileo affair, telling him to abandon the Copernican doctrine of the mobility of the earth due to a lack of evidence. He wrote several dogmatic works defending the Catholic faith against the wave of Protestantism sweeping through Europe and retired to the Jesuit college of Saint Andrew in Rome where he died in 1621. He was canonized by Pope Pius XI in 1930 and declared a Doctor of the Church a year after.
