Start with the little daily annoy-

ances that we experience, the unkind word or hateful 

glance we receive.  Instead of plotting revenge on that 

person, try saying a quick prayer for that per-

son.  Praying for our enemies doesn’t change them, it 

changes us.  Mercy and compassion will keep us on 

the path to holiness.

Parish Safeguarding Committee. 

The purpose of the  Parish Safeguarding Com-
mittee is to assist the parish priest with the im-
plementation of the parish safeguarding poli-
cy.  This week the Committee held its regular 
monthly meeting and reviewed two of the ten 
child safety standards.    

Standard 3: "Partnering with Families, Carers 
and Communities."    

We assessed to what extent the parish of OLPH 
informs and involves families, carers and com-
munities in promoting child safeguarding and 
what more we have to do as a parish to do this 
better.   

Standard 7: "Ongoing Education and Training." 
We assessed how well parish staff and volun-
teers are equipped with knowledge, skills and 
awareness to keep children safe through infor-
mation, ongoing education and training.  One 
result of the review is to put in place a module 
of induction training for new volunteers.
