Exploring the Word

Points of interest and Catholic lore

e The attitude taken by Mary in this text is one of discipleship. To sit at the
feet of the Master is to be a follower or disciple. In Jesus’ time, such an
attitude was often only the preserve of men.

e Mary and Martha, the sisters of this text, are also mentioned in the Gos-
pel of John. While Luke does not tell us the name of the village where
they live, John does. They live in Bethany, just outside Jerusalem, with
their brother, Lazarus.

Making connections- Opportunities for personal prayer
e What causes you to ‘worry and fret’? Is this a distraction from God?

e What happens when you do take the time to be still and attentive to the
voice of God?

e It is often difficult in the busyness of life to pay real attention to others.
Spend time in pairs reviewing the week and recalling those times when
you gave undivided attention to the important people in your life. Is there
something to be learnt from this exercise? If you need to, resolve to do
better this week!

e Make time this week to ‘sit at the feet of the Master’. This could mean
reading the Scriptures or other religious literature or listening to someone
who can teach you something of the life of faith.

e Spend some time each day praying without words. Make yourself still and
close your eyes. Fix your heart on God, who dwells within you. If you find
yourself being distracted, don’t worry but turn your mind back to God.

Symbols and images
In this text, Jesus is not rebuking Martha because of her acts of service. Far
from it! The real point of his criticism is that she has allowed herself to be
distracted by unimportant things instead of concentrating on what really
matters: God!
