If you need to dispose of a vehicle either from a deceased
estate or which is no longer required, please consider
gifting it to the “Lifeboat Geelong Foundation”, a
registered charity with tax deductible status which for
nine years has been providing pastoral and practical
support to nearly 150 victims / survivors of church-related
sexual abuse. Many of these suffer post-traumatic stress
disorder (PTSD) and have limited or no employment. A
donated vehicle could vastly improve their quality of life.
