God chooses ordinary people and confers
on them an extraordinary responsibility.
Amos was a shepherd and a dresser of
sycamores. Most of the apostles were
fishermen. Paul was a tentmaker.
Christians today are mechanics and
clerks, teachers and  engineers,
doctors and housekeepers. These are
all people following ordinary trades or
professions, but what they do in
them is truly remarkable. They touch
minds and hearts and souls, and they heal
them. They instruct and comfort people,
and they help to drive out the demons that
possess them. They participate in very
ordinary ways in the extraordinary
establishment of the reign of God.

Jesus inaugurated the reign of God on
earth. He chose disciples and sent them
out to continue the work that he had
begun, to preach his gospel and, through
healings and exorcisms, to conquer the
forces of evil that threatened that reign.

And now we have been called; in him we

The task to
which we have been called is awe-
inspiring; and every spiritual blessing
