Once you have filled all this in, you will receive an email to them to the email address you included.

You will receive an email that states your check has been received, and it has a "barcode" that you take to your local post office along
with your Photo Identification to finalise the check. Once you do this (within 14 days go to the post office) you will get a further email
to say your WWCC has passed. Then they will post a card also but this can take a few weeks. Don’t Forget to provide a copy to your

ministry leader or the parish office.
