The Sixth Corporal Work of Mercy — Part XIV

Visit the Imprisoned. Jesus himself experienced imprisonment. It is traditionally believed that after his arrest Jesus was held
prisoner in a detention cell in the house of Caiaphas, the high priest. Our Lord no doubt submitted to this injustice and indignity to
set us free with the freedom of the children of God. He was the Messiah, the Suffering Servant, who had come to “proclaim release
to the captives ... to set at liberty those who are oppressed.” Many saints suffered imprisonment. The Apostles likewise endured
imprisonment and punishment for refusing to stop proclaiming Jesus as the Risen Lord. St Peter made a miraculous escape from
prison. King Herod had seized Peter and put him in prison, but earnest prayer for him was made to God by the Church. An angel
appeared and led St Peter out to freedom under the very noses of the men set to guard him. The chains that miraculously fell from
the hands and feet of St Peter as he escaped are still today displayed in the church of St Peter in Chains in Rome. St Paul also was
imprisoned for the sake of proclaiming Christ and his message of salvation. Like St Peter, St Paul and his companion Silas underwent
persecution and a wondrous rescue while in the city of Philippi. Through these experiences, the Apostles not only shared in the
suffering of Christ imprisoned, but also the foretaste of his promise of liberty to the captives.

Imprisonment: Curse or Blessing. Imprisonment can be one of the most difficult of all crosses to bear. It involves the loss of
personal freedom as well as the stigmatising of the individual with shame for the wrongdoing for which he was incarcerated. It
usually means an extended separation from family and friends and in a number of cases, abandonment altogether by loved ones.
There is grave danger of exposure to further bad influences from other inmates, and a sense of hopelessness that can lead to
despair of God’s mercy and the grace to amend their lives. Yet, despite all these dangers and difficulties, imprisonment has been a
“blessing in disguise” for many men and women who have experienced the grace of God and profound conversion in their prison
cells. To realise this blessing, they need the support of others who love them and care about them. After all, that person in prison
could easily have been anyone of us: “There but for the grace of God go I!” Before | made my first visit to a prison, | had a negative
attitude toward prisoners and prison life. Having had no previous contact with prisoners and not thinking much about their
situation, | believed prisoners were people who got caught doing wrong, and are now paying their debt to society. But that first visit
opened my eyes. The prisoners | met were simply ordinary people who had made their mistakes but were now trying to better
themselves. | remember making a visit to a prison to show a film on St Padre Pio and give a talk about him. The hosting group was a
Holy Name Society within the prison which was well-organised and even printed their own newsletter. These prisoners were openly
enthusiastic about the saintly priest who bore the wounds of Jesus. Their response was the same as most other people who had
seen the film and heard the talk. Though they lived a far different life from those in a parish group, for example, these were not
fundamentally different people or evil people but rather, ordinary people. | would venture to presume that, like most other groups
of ordinary people, there were good and bad among them. | recently said Mass in a youth correctional facility where lay people
carry on a program of spiritual assistance to young men ages 18 to 30. Those young men who were Catholics already were learning
about their faith and receiving the sacraments regularly. Others were receiving instruction on the Catholic faith leading to baptism.
There was genuine piety among them. They prayed together, especially the Rosary, with a noticeable fervour. They actively
participated at Mass. They sincerely went to confession, too! These spiritual benefits probably would have been missing from the
lives of these individuals if they were not in prison. We know that God permits all kinds of evil that he might draw good out of it. At
the same time, these spiritual benefits would not have been there were there not concerned and loving Christians who arranged for
religious services, gave instruction on the faith, and provided the rosaries and spiritual reading materials. Above all, these volunteers
are bringing their love and concern to people separated from family and friends, and who are often discouraged by guilt and, in
some instances, lifelong rejection. What can you do to help the imprisoned? There are special challenges to visiting the imprisoned.
Jails may be located at a distance; they have strict regulations; no one can simply walk into a jail and demand to spend time with
any of the inmates. There are security checks both for the individual visitors as well as the items they want to bring along. One way a
person may approach this work of mercy is to find out if there are any groups and see if one is qualified to join them. The
Archdiocese’s Catholic Prison Ministry is always in need of volunteers. Even if a person were not actually able to go into the prison
and deal directly with the prisoners, there are different ways you can make a “visit”. One way is to provide religious books,
magazines and materials such as rosaries. Another way is to write to a prisoner, especially one who has no family. This must be done
carefully because prisoners can become emotionally attached. When they leave prison they may expect the individual who has
written to them to provide for them or maintain a contact, which may present serious difficulties. Therefore, letter writing should
only be done with prudence and caution. Before attempting to write to a prisoner, a person should talk to someone, such as the
prison chaplain, who can provide him with the name of someone who would benefit from such correspondence. The chaplain could
even offer some helpful advice on what this particular individual may need. One should always observe a sense of confidentiality
and respect for the privacy of the individual prisoner with whom one is corresponding. Finally, we can always “visit” by our prayers.
We may hear about someone going to jail, or read about it in the newspaper, and be moved to pray for that individual. This can be
extremely important. St Therese of Lisieux, at age 14, prayed for a hardened prisoner who was condemned to death for murder, but
refused to see a priest. She prayed for him intensely, offered sacrifices for his conversion, and even had Mass offered for his
conversion. Moments before he was executed for his crimes, this prisoner reached up and kissed a crucifix that was in front of him.
One can only imagine how many prisoners, even on death row, were converted to God through the hidden prayers and sacrifices of
others!
