The Catholic family: Raising children in a secular world XLII

Top 10 parenting tips derived

from the 10 Commandments

Parents play a crucial role as lead characters in
their children’s real-life video, teaching by the
words they choose, the actions they take, the
expressions on their faces, the time they spend
with family and the tone of voice they use.

In a busy, media-crazed world where
children are exposed to a multitude of negative
images, behaviours and peer pressures, many
parents are in search of some guidelines to
help them deal with the many challenges they
face as they help their children grow as healthy
Christian men and women.

The good news for Catholic parents is that
they probably have already learned and have at
their fingertips some valuable and useful
guidelines. The Ten Commandments can serve
Catholic parents as a useful reference and
foundation for parenting and a reference of for
trying to lead of a moral life themselves.

Listed below are questions associated with
each of the Ten Commandments that may help
parents take a quick inventory of their life
behaviours and parenting patterns. The first
question and answer for each Commandment
lead to confirming positive lessons that can be
taught to their children. The second question
and answer regard the negative lesson that
kids will learn when parents do not obey the
Commandment in question.

1. “I am the Lord your God; you shall not have
strange gods before me.”

Question for parents: Do | honestly have faith
in God, and place him at the centre of my
life? Lesson kids learn: Through words and
actions, children can see what living a life
looks like based on the teachings of the
Catholic Church, and can learn how then to
teach their own children. Children will also be
able to feel the strength of their parents’ faith.
Or: Question for parents: Are my priorities
material things, alcohol, work or causes not
related to God? Lesson kids learn: Don’t place
God first, instead strive to drive fancy sports
cars, always win the game, and wear the
trendiest clothes.
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2. “You shall not take the name of the Lord
your God in vain.”

Question for parents: Do | choose not to take
the Lord’s hame in vain and not use offensive
language? Lesson kids learn: Taking the Lord’s
name in vain, swearing and offensive language
are not spoken in the home and are not
acceptable behaviours.

Or: Question for parents: Do | use the Lord’s
name in vain for drama and use offensive
language because other people use it in
conversation and in the media? Lesson kids
learn: It is acceptable to use the Lord’s name in
vain, as well as other offensive language.

3. “Remember to keep holy the Lord’s day.”
Question for parents: Do | attend Mass on the
weekend, spend time in positive activities, take
a rest and not obsess or work extra hours (not
scheduled)? Lesson kids learn: Go to Mass
once a week and make Sunday an extra
special day by sharing the time and activities
with family and friends.

Or: Question for parents: Do | miss Mass, work
extra hours and not have a chance to share
time with family or enjoy God’s gifts, such as
nature, family dinner, music or reading?
Lesson Kids learn: It is not necessary to go to
Mass regularly or spend time with family on
weekends, and it is acceptable to put make or
personal activities priority on days off rather
than spend time with the family.

4. “Honour your father and your mother.”
Question for parents: Do | speak of and to my
parents with respect, spend time with them
and offer them help? Lesson Kkids learn: If they
see your parents shown love and respect, they
will learn how to do the same for you, and
other people as well.

Or: Question for parents: Do | avoid speaking
with my parents or visiting them, or say unkind
things about them? Lesson kids learn: If
children see that their own parents do not
show respect, honesty and healthy communi-
cation patterns toward their parents, they will
probably use the same negatives behaviours
toward you and their grandparents.
