REFLECTION by Dianne Bergant CSA

The first sentence of the gospel reading sets the context for the themes of today: Jesus
was made known to them in the breaking of the bread.” Who is the Jesus that they recog-
nised? And what does this recognition require? Jesus is the servant of the God of the ear- *
ly ancestors, the long awaited messiah, and the innocent sufferer portrayed in the prophetic tradition. He is the
fulfilment of our deepest aspirations. When we gather around the table for the sacramental meal, we encounter
the Risen Lord. There the sacred traditions of our religious heritage are opened for us and we are enabled to rec-
ognise him in the traditions and in the breaking of the bread. In order to encounter the Risen Lord in the break-
ing of the bread and in the breaking open of the word, we need docile hearts ready to embrace the deepest mean-
ing of our religious heritage. We need hearts that have been purified in the love of God; hearts that have been
totally transformed. The commandment of love requires nothing less.

Having recognised the Risen Lord, we, like the people described in the first reading, must live reformed lives.
Having recognised the Risen Lord, we, like the people addressed in the second reading, must be obedient to
God's commandment of love. Having recognised the Risen Lord, we, like the disciples portrayed in the gospel,
must preach the good news of God's forgiveness to all nations. Easter faith assures us that all of this is possible.

Many of these suffer Post-traumatic stress
disorder (PTSD), and have had limited or no employ-
ment., A donated vehicle could vastly improve their quali-
ty of life and / or generate much-needed funds to assist
personal, medical and accommodation needs.

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How does one dare to speak of the Eucharist? It is
hard to grasp the immensity of this rich, profound
and generous gift of God to his children. Let me
simply start with a statement from the General In-
struction given to the church following Vatican II:
“The celebration of the Mass ... is the center of all
Christian life for the Church” (General Instruction,
No. 1).

As the Good Shepherd, Jesus is remarkably hos-
pitable; he loves to feed his flock. At the Marriage
of Cana, the Lord turned six stone jars of water
into surprisingly good wine. On other occasions,
Our Lord miraculously multiplies the loaves and
fishes in order to feed thousands of hungry fol-
lowers. After the Resurrection, Our Lord grills
fresh fish and invites several of the Apostles:
“Come have breakfast.” All of these moments
point in a most powerful way to the meal of all
meals, the Last Supper and the Eucharist.

The Eucharist is the greatest of all of Jesus’ gifts. In
this sacred meal, Jesus pledges to pour out his life
for us and to feed us with his very self: “Take it;
this is my body ... This is my blood of the cove-
nant.” Jesus is our food for the journey, our nour-
ishment for the narrow path to eternal life.

As Emmanuel, God-with-us, Jesus takes on our
human flesh in order to walk our dusty streets,
look us in the eye, heal us with his touch, preach
with words we could understand, and die on the
cross for us. Our Lord chooses to draw near; he of-
fers a ministry of presence. Additionally, Jesus
deeply desires to remain present to his flock until
the end of time. He masterfully crafts a way to re-
main truly present (Body and Blood, Soul and Di-
vinity) to his beloved disciples through the magnifi-
cent gift of the Eucharist.

As the Lamb of God, Jesus sacrifices his life for the
flock and takes away the sins of the world. He lov-
ingly and obediently surrenders his life to God the
Father by his death on the cross to redeem the
world from sin. Consequently, the Mass is also a
sacrifice. When we celebrate the eucharistic mys-
tery, we are made present to Jesus in his paschal
mystery, which includes the moment when Jesus
commended his spirit to the Father. The sacrifice is
not multiplied; rather, the one eternal sacrifice is
made present in a real, yet sacramental way. Addi-
tionally, we are invited to unite all of the sacrifices
of our lives — our trials, our pain and our burdens
— to his one sacrifice, which is offered to the Father
for the salvation of the world. “This is my blood of
the covenant, which will be shed for many.”

As Splendor of the Father, Jesus is a most grateful
Son. He knows that all good gifts, even the most
difficult and hard-to-understand ones, come from
his loving hand. Jesus regularly paused during his
day and activities to recognize the goodness of his
Father and to thank him. At the Last Supper, Jesus
offers deep, heartfelt thanks to God, fully aware
that he was on his way to painfully lay down his
life. The Eucharist, at its heart, is an act of thanks-
giving, a sacrifice of praise, rendered to God the
Eternal Father for every gift he has bestowed upon
us, most especially for the saving and healing work
of his only-begotten Son.

For these and many other reasons, the Eucharist is
immensely important to Christians. Vatican II's
General Instruction goes on to say, “For the Mass is
the climactic expression of both the action whereby
God in Christ sanctifies the world, and of the wor-
ship that mankind offers to the Father as it adores
him through Christ, the Son of God ... All other sa-
cred actions and all the works of Christian life are
connected with the Mass, flow from it and are or-
dered to it” (General Instruction, No. 1).

Are you committed to growing in your love for the
Eucharist?
