Serve the Lord with Joy 

First Reading 

A reading from the book of Exodus 

The whole community of the sons of Israel began to complain against Moses and Aaron in the wilderness 
and said to them, ‘Why did we not die at the Lord’s hand in the land of Egypt, when we were able to sit down 
to pans of meat and could eat bread to our hearts content! As it is, you have brought us to this wilderness to 
starve this whole company to death!’ 

Then the Lord said to Moses, ‘Now I will rain down bread for you from the heavens. Each day the people are 
to go out and gather the day’s portion; I propose to test them this way to see whether they will follow my law 
or not.’ 

‘I have heard the complaints of the sons of Israel. Say this to them, “Between the two evenings you shall eat 
meat, and in the morning you shall have bread to your hearts content. Then you will learn that I, the Lord, 
am your God.”’ And so it came about: quails flew up in the evening, and they covered the camp; in the 
morning there was a coating of dew all round the camp. When the coating of dew lifted, there on the surface 
of the desert was a thing delicate, powdery, as fine as hoarfrost on the ground. When they saw this, the 
sons of Israel said to one another, ‘What is that?’ not knowing what it was. ‘That’ said Moses to them ‘is the 
bread the Lord gives you to eat.’ 

Second Reading 

A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Ephesians 

I want to urge you in the name of the Lord, not to go on living the aimless kind of life that pagans live. Now 
that is hardly the way you have learnt from Christ, unless you failed to hear him properly when you were 
taught what the truth is in Jesus. You must give up your old way of life; you must put aside your old self, 
which gets corrupted by following illusory desires. Your mind must be renewed by a spiritual revolution so 
that you can put on the new self that has been created in God’s way, in the goodness and holiness of the 
truth. 

Gospel 

A reading from the holy Gospel according to John 

When the people saw that neither Jesus nor his disciples were there, they got into boats and crossed to Ca-
pernaum to look for Jesus. When they found him on the other side, they said to him, ‘Rabbi, when did you 
come here?’ Jesus answered: 

‘I tell you most solemnly, 
you are not looking for me 
because you have seen the signs 
but because you had all the bread you wanted to eat. 
Do not work for food that cannot last, 
but work for food that endures to eternal life, 
the kind of food the Son of Man is offering you, 
for on him the Father, God himself, has set his seal.’ 

Then they said to him, ‘What must we do if we are to do the works that God wants?’ Jesus gave them this 
answer, ‘This is working for God: you must believe in the one he has sent.’ So they said, ‘What sign will you 
give to show us that we should believe in you? What work will you do? Our fathers had manna to eat in the 
desert; as scripture says: He gave them bread from heaven to eat.’ 

Jesus answered: 

‘I tell you most solemnly, 
it was not Moses who gave you bread from heaven, 
it is my Father who gives you the bread from heaven, 
the true bread; 
for the bread of God 
is that which comes down from heaven 
and gives life to the world.’ 

‘Sir,’ they said ‘give us that bread always.’ Jesus answered: 

‘I am the bread of life. 
He who comes to me will never be hungry;

Important—Single QR Code Covid-19 Check-in System 
 
 

As the current COVID lockdown restrictions have eased somewhat the numbers permitted to attend Weekend Mass 
is 100 at each mass.  As a result you MUST pre-register via Trybooking .  This will ensure that the permitted numbers are 
not exceeded.  If you have not pre-registered, you may be turned away, if that Mass is full. 
 
Bookings can be made directly at trybooking (https://www.trybooking.com/BNTBP or the link on the Parish 
website this is the preferred method or  
 
emailing your booking request to massrequest.stjudes@gmail.com  
 
On arrival to Mass it is mandatory for everyone to register by using the single QR Code COVID-19 Check-In system which is positioned at 
the church entry points. 
 
The check-in process is very simple: 
 
1) On arrival, scan the new QR code that will be in the foyer with your camera app or the Service Victoria app. 
2) Enter your name (for individuals, enter your first & last name; and for families the first name of each member separated by spaces 

please do not use commas followed by your last name. 
3) Enter your phone number. 
4) Select ‘Check-in to this location” and you’re done! 
5) The contact details will need to be entered on first use and should be remembered by your phone on your subsequent visits, so check-

ins should be much quicker. 
 
If you cannot scan the QR code, you can download the Service Victoria app from the Apple AppStore or Google Play.   
 
For those parishioners who are unable to scan the QR code could you please seek assistance as there will be someone to assist you. 
 
Please ensure you wear a face mask in Church unless you have a medical exemption.  Social distancing (1 person per 4 square metre rule) 
applies within the Church but not within a family group.  It would be most appreciated if you could arrive a little earlier to allow for the 
extra administrative duties to be attended to. 
 
Thank you for your understanding and continued cooperation in these COVID challenging times.  Please continue to pray that the outbreak 
will be contained and restrictions can be eased further in the very near future.

WORKING WITH CHILDREN CHECK &  
THE SIGNING OF THE SAFEGUARDING CHILDREN &  

YOUNG PEOPLE CODE OF CONDUCT ARE MANDATORY FOR ALL 
VOLUNTEERS AT ST JUDE’S PARISH SCORESBY 

 

For St Jude’s Parish to be compliant with the Safeguarding requirements all 
volunteers over the age of 18 years are required to have a cur rent Working 
with Children Check which can be accessed by visiting 
www.workingwithchildren.vic.gov.au and follow the prompts.  Under the field “Child-Related Work, choose “64-
Religious Organisation”.  It is imperative that all volunteers have this check in place.  In the instance that you are a 
registered teacher with the VIT and although you are not required to have a WWCC it is necessary to notify Working 
with Children Check Victoria that you volunteer at St Jude’s Parish.   
 

Another requirement is to read the “Safeguarding Children & Young People Code of Conduct Declaration”, sign 
and return the ‘Code of Conduct’ to the parish office at your earliest convenience. 
Copies can be found at the exit points of the Church or by phoning the Parish Office.  Could you please write on the 
document the name(s) of the group(s) you participate in, for example, reader/cleaner etc. by doing so this will make it 
easier to categorise the parish groups and ensure our parish data base is accurate. 
Please do not hesitate to contact Elisa Kelesidis on 9763 7302 if you need any clarification regarding either matter 
from Tuesday to Friday between 9am-4pm.
