The word of the Lord was addressed to me as follows, ‘Son of man, | have appointed you as sentry
to the House of Israel. When you hear a word from my mouth, warn them in my name. If | say to a
wicked man: Wicked wretch, you are to die, and you do not speak to warn the wicked man to
renounce his ways, then he shall die for his sin, but | will hold you responsible for his death.

Second Reading: Romans 13:8-10

Gospel Mt 18:15-20

Jesus said to his disciples: ‘If your brother does something wrong, go and have it out with him alone,
between your two selves. If he listens to you, you have won back your brother. If he does not listen,
take one or two others with you: the evidence of two or three witnesses is required to sustain any
charge. But if he refuses to listen to these, report it to the community; and if he refuses to listen to
the community, treat him like a pagan or a tax collector.
