28 January 2024 

How quickly time goes! Two years have flown by! It seems like just the  
other week that I was in the sacristy of St Patrick’s Cathedral, after my  
ordination, when I received a large white envelope which contained my 
‘letter of appointment’. I nervously, yet eagerly, opened it to discover that I 
would begin the New Year in a new parish in Scoresby and Rowville! My 
initial response was; “Where?!” I’d never heard of them! But over these past  
couple of years, I have come to relish Melbourne’s outer eastern suburbs, 
especially the fact that our parishes are nestled among these leafy,  
tree-lined streets, with such beautiful views of the Dandenong’s! 
 
My mind has returned to that moment in the sacristy, as of late, when just a 
couple of days before Christmas I received an email from the Archbishop,  
asking me to continue as assistant priest at Good Shepherd parish,  
Gladstone Park. This time, however, there was no confusion as to where the 
parish is, because it’s in my ‘neck of the woods’ where I grew up! In fact, just 
the other day, my primary school principal (whom I haven’t seen in years!)

While it will be good to return to familiar territory, it won’t be without a  
palpable sense of loss. I have been overwhelmed, over the past month  
especially, with the outpouring of goodwill from so many of you through 
emails, texts, good wishes after masses and over coffees, lunches and (so 
many!) dinners! My sincerest and most heartfelt thankyou to you all! The  
genuine friendships and heartfelt relationships I have with so many of you, 
will not end and I promise to visit over the years (there you have it! It’s in 
writing now! So you can hold me to account! I promise to visit! LOL!) 
 
There are also many parishioners whom I have never really got to know, or 
even speak to! And yet in simple goodbyes after mass and in smiles of  
genuine warmth and affection, I’ve glimpsed behind it the wellspring of 
goodness and fondness you have our loving God and for me too because of 
such faith! To you all I express my heartfelt gratitude!  
 
Shining through the letters of St Paul, there’s a palpable sense of connection 
and affection for all those various communities he writes to across vast  
distances of the Mediterranean. No doubt, goodwill and genuine humanity 
are grounds for it. But there’s something more. We know this ‘something’ as 
the theological virtues of faith, hope and love. It’s with a deep sense of all 
three of these, that unites us and which makes us the Church, the body of 
Christ. May we all remain united then, in faith, in hope and in love, in Jesus 
Christ and so also, then, to each other.

Second Reading:   1 Corinthians 7:32-35 

I would like to see you free from all worry. An unmarried man can devote himself to the Lord’s affairs, all he 
need worry about is pleasing the Lord; but a married man has to bother about the world’s affairs and devote 
himself to pleasing his wife: he is torn two ways. In the same way an unmarried woman, like a young girl, can 
devote herself to the Lord’s affairs; all she need worry about is being holy in body and spirit. The married 
woman, on the other hand, has to worry about the world’s affairs and devote herself to pleasing her husband. 
I say this only to help you, not to put a halter round your necks, but simply to make sure that everything is as it 
should be, and that you give your undivided attention to the Lord.

Moses said to the people: ‘Your God will raise up for you a prophet like myself, from among 
yourselves, from your own brothers; to him you must listen. This is what you yourselves asked of the 
Lord your God at Horeb on the day of the Assembly. “Do not let me hear again” you said “the voice 
of the Lord my God, nor look any longer on this great fire, or I shall die”; and the Lord said to me, “All 
they have spoken is well said. I will raise up a prophet like yourself for them from their own brothers; 
I will put my words into his mouth and he shall tell them all I command him. The man who does not 
listen to my words that he speaks in my name, shall be held answerable to me for it. But the prophet 
who presumes to say in my name a thing I have not commanded him to say, or who speaks in the 
name of other gods, that prophet shall die.”’

Gospel:  Mark 1:21-28 

Jesus and his followers went as far as Capernaum, and as soon as the Sabbath came Jesus went to the 
synagogue and began to teach. And his teaching made a deep impression on them because, unlike the 
scribes, he taught them with authority. 

In their synagogue just then there was a man possessed by an unclean spirit, and it shouted, ‘What do you 
want with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know who you are: the Holy One of God.’ 
But Jesus said sharply, ‘Be quiet! Come out of him!’ And the unclean spirit threw the man into convulsions and 
with a loud cry went out of him. The people were so astonished that they started asking each other what it all 
meant. ‘Here is a teaching that is new’ they said ‘and with authority behind it: he gives orders even to unclean 
spirits and they obey him.’ And his reputation rapidly spread everywhere, through all the surrounding Galilean 
countryside.

If you need to dispose of a vehicle from 
a deceased estate or which is no longer re-
quired, could you consider gifting it to the 
“Lifeboat Foundation”, a registered charity 
with tax deductible status, which for ten 
years has been providing pastoral and    
practical support to nearly 150 victims / sur-
vivors across Australia of church-related   
sexual abuse. Many of these suffer               
Post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD), have 
limited or no employment, and a donated 
vehicle could vastly improve their quality of 
life and / or generate funds to assist          
personal, medical and accommodation 
needs.
