All parishioners are invited to participate in a “listening
and dialogue” session this Wednesday, 13" February, at
either 10.00am or 7.30pm. Each session is limited to 90
minutes. :

The Bishops are inviting all
Australian Catholics to reflect on this
question:

* What do you think God is asking of us in Australia at this
time?

* They also suggest that we might have questions about
the future of the Church in Australia for the Council to
consider, and that we might want to share stories or
experiences to give context to these questions.

The listening and dialogue process is quite specific.

It is not a forum for debate, nor what you would usually
think of as a “discussion group.” It is a chance to listen,
reflect and share before deciding what to submit to the
Plenary Council. We will begin with a prayer, and a short
silent reflection.

There will then be small groups of 4 or 5 people to consid-
er the two questions above. We take it in turn to answer
the first question; each person's response is not
disagreed with, or challenged. The same goes for the sec-
ond question. Someone takes notes, and condenses
where possible.

Each group then chooses one topic for further reflection
and sharing. Then the leaders of each group report back
briefly to the whole meeting. Finally, we will end with a
prayer.

These points will then go forward to the Plenary Council
organisers. Please remember that you are welcome to
make your personal submission on the website, or on the
cards at the back of the church.
