Spiritual Combat 

 Today’s gospel describes the second of two occasions on which Jesus 
sends out his disciples to proclaim the good news of the Kingdom. The sending 
sets a pattern for the missionary nature of Church. 
 The instructions they receive suggest that, for the most part, they should 
not expect to receive a friendly response. The presupposition behind this is that 
the world has largely fallen out of the hand of God into the grip of spiritual forc-
es hostile to God and to the true interests of human beings. The missionaries, 
therefore, will not be operating on benign or even neutral ground; they have to 
retake enemy terrain. 
 Jesus’ specific instructions about going out lightly clad, taking no provi-
sions, and so forth, reflect the conditions of the early Church. They do not trans-
late literally into our situation today. What remains totally relevant is both the 
nature of the combat faced and the richness of the gift that is brought. For com-
bat with spiritual forces no amount of earthly protection will be of use. Like the 
armour of Saul that David first tried on before going out to face the Philistine 
giant, Goliath (1 Sam 17:38-51), it will only get in the way and detract from be-
ing armed with the power of God. 
 Likewise, the missionaries can take the risk of hospitality, because any ex-
penses their hosts might incur in putting them up will be negligible in compari-
son to the gift they bring: the invitation to the Kingdom and the messianic assur-
ance of God’s ‘peace’ (Luke 2:14).

Gospel           Luke 10: 1-12,17-20 

 The Lord appointed seventy-two others and 
sent them out ahead of him, in pairs, to all the towns 
and places he himself was to visit. He said to them, 
‘The harvest is rich  
but the labourers are few, so ask the Lord of the 
harvest to send labourers to his harvest. Start off 
now, but remember, I am sending you out like lambs 
among wolves. Carry no purse, no haversack, no 
sandals. Salute no one on the road. Whatever house 
you go into, let your first words be, “Peace to this 
house!” And if a man of peace lives there, your peace 
will go and rest on him; if not, it will come back to 
you. Stay in the same house, taking what food and 
drink they have to offer, for the labourer deserves his 
wages; do not move from house to house. Whenever 
you go into a town where they make you welcome, 
eat what is set before you. Cure those in it who are 
sick, and say, “The kingdom of God is very near to 
you.” But whenever you enter a town and they do 
not make you welcome, go out into its streets and 
say, “We wipe off the very dust of your town that 
clings to our feet, and leave it with you. Yet be sure of 
this: the kingdom of God is very near.” I tell you, that 
on that day it will not go as hard with Sodom as with 
that town.’  
 The seventy-two came back rejoicing. ‘Lord,’ 
they said, ‘even the devils submit to us when we use 
your name.’ He said to them, ‘I watched Satan fall like 
lightning from heaven. Yes, I have given you power to 
tread underfoot serpents and scorpions and the 
whole strength of the enemy; nothing shall ever hurt 
you. Yet do not rejoice that the spirits submit to you; 
rejoice rather that your names are written in heaven.’
