agony in these flames.” “My son,” Abraham replied 
“remember that during your life good things come 
your way, just as bad things came the way of Lazarus. 
Now he is being comforted here while you are in 
agony. But that is not all: between us and you a great 
gulf has been fixed, to stop anyone, if he wanted to, 
crossing from our side to yours, and to stop any 
crossing from your side to ours.” ‘The rich man 
replied, “Father, I beg you then to send Lazarus to my 
father’s house, since I have five brothers, to give 
them warning, so that they do not come to this place 
of torment too.”

Living the Gospel – Paying attention 
 It’s easy to be distracted by ‘having’ and forget to 
pay attention to ‘being’. There is no suggestion in the 
gospel passage that the rich man is in any way 
wicked or sinful, other than his lack of attention to 
the needs of one sitting at his gate. In the eyes of his 
neighbours, he was probably a very upright and just 
man, fulfilling all the purity requirements of his faith. 
But his focus of attention was on 
himself and not others. He lacked the 
compassion and mellowness of heart 
that Jesus reminded people was 
expected by God.
