Frankincense comes from trees of the genus
Boswellia that grow in Africa and Arabia. In the
dry season, the bark of the tree is notched in
several places, causing drops of white resin to
appear. In Greek and Roman times, when incense
was used in most religious ceremonies, these
white pearls of frankincense were extremely
valuable.
