 The Relic of St Anthony came to St Antho 
ny's Parish and school to inspire everyone by 
their beauty.

Both were 
displayed in a magnificent casing, one within 
the statue and the other in a cylindrical tube.

Everyone 

was given a prayer card of St. Anthony with a 

prayer. The visit of the relics of St. Anthony will 

be remembered for a long time.
