it would have been forcing your act of 

kindness, which should be spontaneous. I 

know you have been deprived of Onesimus 

for a time, but it was only so that you could 

have him back for ever, not as a slave any 

more, but something much better than a 

slave, a dear brother; especially dear to me, 

but how much more to you, as a blood-

brother as well as a brother in the Lord. So 

if all that we have in common means 

anything to you, welcome him as you 

would me.

Or again, what 

king marching to war against another king 

would not first sit down and consider 

whether with ten thousand men he could 

stand up to the other who advanced against 

him with twenty thousand? If not, then 

while the other king was still a long way 

off, he would send envoys to sue for peace. 

So in the same way, none of you can be my 

disciple unless he gives up all his 

possessions.’
